©OPERATING THE INNER PLUG: -

mUse your finger to slide the inner plug lever open and
close. Be sure to close the lever firmly after pouring.
#Only operate the inner plug when the bottle is in the
upright position. (if product contains hot liquids, the

internal pressure may rise and steam may escape,
scalding the user)

olf the lever is tight and will not open, do not force it
open.
Loosen the inner plug, then try to slide the lever again.

n After pouring, some liquid may remain inside the
inner plug. Placing the bottle in your bag as is, may
result in staining from the leftover liquid in the inner
plug. To remove the liquid, slide the lever to the
closed position, turn the inner plug upside down and
drain out any excess liquid.

mKeep out of the reach of small children.

mDo not use the low performance bottle.
mPour less than the maximum line indicated in
the illustration.

uTilt slowly for use. Do not operate the inner
plug while tilted.
mNever put any of the following into the bottle:
eDry ice, carbonated beverages
(these place the product under pressure and the
user may be unable to open the inner plug, or
contents may gush out)
eMilk, lactic drinks, fruit juices
(These liquids could spoil)
eSoup or other salty liquids
(The bottle lining uses 18/8 stainless steel, but salt
could cause rust)
efruit pulp, tea leaves
(Can cause clogs and leaks)
mClose the inner plug firmly before use to avoid
leakage.
mNever place near a stove or other open
flame.
mDo not heat in a microwave oven.

mWash and rinse the product thoroughly before
first use and after each use.
mFor maximum insulation efficiency, use a small
amount of hot or cold water to preheat or
prechill the bottle for one or two minutes prior
to use.
eDo not use the inner plug when preheating or
prechiling.
eDispose of hot or cold water used for preheating or
prechilling.
mBe careful about overturning when filling the
beverage.
mBe careful when using for hot beverage.
Do not shake.
eBecause of the high thermal insulation, be careful of
burns and other accidents when drinking.

mKeep in the upright position when carrying, in
order to prevent leakage.

mTwist the outer cap on lightly. Closing the cap
too tight will make it harder to remove.

mTwist/close the outer cap after wiping off
inside the outer cap.

mDo not drop, hit or apply force to the bottle.
(Dented outer surface may reduce capability to keep

liquid warm/cold.)

mDo not use dishwasher or dryer.

mMake sure the rubber seal is correctly
positioned on the inner plug.

mDo not put the inner plug in boiling water as it
may be broken causing deformed and leaks.

mThe inner plug and rubber seal are
replaceable parts. Please check its function
once a year. To order a replacement part,
contact the shop you purchased or our
customer service with the product name and
item number.

mThe color of hot tea will change when kept
warm in a bottle for a long fime. A better
option is fo use hot water and tea bags.

mDo not leave the beverage inside the bottle.
eThe beverage may be blown out because gas is

generated due to corruption.

mDo noft force large chunks of ice into the
bottle : break them into smaller piece first.

mDo not use thinner, benzene, cleansing
powders (or any other cleansers), melamine
sponges, and wire wools as they may cause
damage and rust.

mDo not use bleaching powder or other
chlorine bleaching agents as they may cause
rustor corrosion.

mSet the designated parts for properly use.

mDo not remodel, disassemble, and repair by
yourself.

OCARE:-+

mTo wash the bottle, use diluted dish soap in

warm water with a soft sponge.
eTo wash the inner plug, slide the lever to open.

After washing, drain out any excess liquid.
mTo remove stains from inside the bottle, use
the detergent specially made for stainless
steel.

@FOR STORAGE .................................

mWhen the bottle will not be used for a long time,
wash and dry properly, keep away from heat
and moisture.

mWhen the bottle will not be used for a long time,
loosen the inner plug and outer cap before
storing in  order to protect the rubber seal.

mDo notf remove the protective seal on the
bottom of the bottle.

mDo not remove the barcode sticker on the
bottom of the bottle as it indicates the product

number.
